The Woody Guthrie All Star Tribute at the Hollywood Bowl in 1970 celebrated the work of America’s greatest folk singer. Woody’s son, Arlo Guthrie, is joined by Joan Baez, Pete Seeger, Country Joe McDonald, Odetta, Richie Havens, Ramblin’ Jack Elliott and others in this historic tribute concert, which was hosted by Peter Fonda and Will Geer. Although filmed in 1970, the footage was missing and un-edited until a few months ago when the producers discovered it was a treasure trove that captured the performers in their prime and features music as riveting and relevant as it was when Woody wrote it. It is now a special for PBS viewers. WOODY GUTHRIE ALL STAR TRIBUTE CONCERT - 1970 is part of special programming premiering on PBS stations in March 2019 (check local listings). 

The star-studded event was a fundraiser for the California Chapter of The Committee to Combat Huntington’s Disease now known as the Hereditary Disease Foundation. Woody died of Huntington’s disease in 1967. The special was produced and directed by four-time Emmy Award-winner Jim Brown.
